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1869 SZEPES CENSUS

The 1869 Hungarian Census was one of the first census to provide information on local inhabitants, regardless of a citizen’s age or property ownership status. 
We are indebted to The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints’ Family History Library [“FHL”] for allowing us to borrow the two films that contain reproductions of the actual Kolackov census.

From these micro-fiche we transcribed data and created two databases:

The “1869 Census” provides important information about the people of Kolackov such as house number, names, ages, marital status, profession, and relationships of persons residing at a given house number, as well as many other interesting and useful facts. Because some relationships, as documented, were confusing we enhanced the original record by adding additional information and notes to our databases in an attempt to clarify family relationships.

Our databases do not include census data for the following house numbers:    24, 45, 58, 74, 80, 102, and 103. We believe these houses were abandoned,  vacant, or otherwise unattended at the time the census recorder attempted to make contact with the head of household.
You may wish to download this Excel file and save it to your computer so that you can re-sort or filter the information.  The “Find” feature of Microsoft Excel is also an excellent tool for locating specific surnames in the entire database. Since these databases are fairly long, you will want to preview the printed area prior to printing any pages.
